“Turnbull’s 2019 reds have now been released, and they are impressive, big
beauties. Never having tasted the brand’s flagship Black Label Cabernet
Sauvignon, I was honored to sit down with Heitz to discover its
awe-inspiring quality; he claimed this vintage is the best in his 15 years as
winemaker. The grapes for this 100% Cabernet Sauvignon are sourced from
both Leopoldina and Fortuna, but it’s Leopoldina—which climbs upwards
of 860 feet atop the Oakville Bench, where it sits on red volcanic soil with
high iron content—that has the dominant voice here (91%).
